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The danger exists in particular in alpine snow sports terrain.

The sometimes avalanche-prone wind slabs of the last few days represent the main danger. They are to be
found in particular adjacent to ridgelines in all aspects and in the high Alpine regions. Wind slabs can be
released, even by small loads in isolated cases and reach medium size. These avalanche prone locations
are to be found in particular on steep slopes above approximately 2200 m, and adjacent to ridgelines and
in gullies and bowls in all aspects. Backcountry touring and other off-piste activities call for experience in
the assessment of avalanche danger and careful route selection.

Snowpack

Especially in the regions of the north that are exposed to the foehn wind a little fresh snow. The wind has
transported the fresh snow and, in some cases, old snow as well. As a consequence of the wind the wind
slabs have increased in size additionally. The snowpack will become prone to triggering in particular on
wind-loaded slopes.
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Wind slabs require caution.

As a consequence of a sometimes strong wind, sometimes avalanche prone wind slabs formed in the last
few days in particular above approximately 2200 m. At elevated altitudes the avalanche prone locations are
more prevalent and larger. In particular in the north and in the west avalanche prone locations are more
prevalent and the danger is greater. These avalanche prone locations are rather rare and are clearly
recognisable to the trained eye. Apart from the danger of being buried, restraint should be exercised as
well in view of the danger of avalanches sweeping people along and giving rise to falls.

Snowpack

Danger patterns <dp 6: cold, loose snow and wind)

The snowpack will be subject to considerable local variations. The mostly small wind slabs have bonded
quite well with the old snowpack. The fresh and older wind slabs of the last few days are clearly
recognisable. From a snow sport perspective, in most cases insufficient snow is lying.

Tendency

Further decrease in danger.
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Only a little snow is lying.

The avalanche prone locations are rare and are clearly recognisable to the trained eye. Individual
avalanche prone locations are to be found in extremely steep terrain. Even a small avalanche can sweep

snow sport participants along and give rise to falls.

Snowpack

Above the tree line from a snow sport perspective, in most cases insufficient snow is lying.

Tendency

The snowpack remains in most cases favourable.
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
