Dry avalanches can in very isolated cases be released in the old snowpack by large loads. Caution is to be
exercised in particular on extremely steep shady slopes, especially adjacent to ridgelines and in areas
where the snow cover is rather shallow. Here individual mostly small avalanches are possible. Restraint
should be exercised because avalanches can sweep people along and give rise to falls.

As a consequence of a moderate to strong southwesterly wind, mostly small wind slabs will form in
particular adjacent to ridgelines. This applies in the regions exposed to the foehn wind.
