As a consequence of new snow and strong wind the avalanche prone 
locations will become more prevalent during the course of the night.
In particular along the border with Tirol and Begin: South Tyrol brittle wind slabs will form. These are 
mostly small but can be released easily. At high altitudes and in high Alpine regions these avalanche prone 
locations are a little more prevalent. They are prevalent but are easy to recognise. Restraint should be 
exercised because avalanches can sweep people along and give rise to falls.

Snowpack
As a consequence of snowfall and the strong wind, fresh snow drift accumulations formed. They are to be 
found in all aspects. 
The old snowpack will be stable over a wide area. The surface of the snowpack has frozen to form a strong 
crust. In steep terrain there is a danger of falling on the hard snow surface.

Tendency
The avalanche danger will persist.
