This applies on sunny slopes below
approximately 2600 m, as well as on west and east facing slopes below approximately 2400 m, in isolated
cases also on north facing slopes below approximately 2200 m. As a consequence of solar radiation more
frequent loose snow avalanches are to be expected. In the regions exposed to heavier precipitation this
applies in particular on extremely steep sunny slopes.

Weak layers in the old snowpack can be released in very isolated cases by winter sport participants,
especially on very steep shady slopes above approximately 2400 m. The avalanches can be released in the
weakly bonded old snow and reach medium size. Caution is to be exercised in particular on extremely
steep northeast facing slopes.

Fresh wind slabs require caution, in particular in the regions exposed to heavier precipitation at high
altitudes and in high Alpine regions.

In the regions
exposed to snowfall this applies in particular on extremely steep sunny slopes.

The avalanches can be released in the
weakly bonded old snow and reach medium size. Caution is to be exercised in particular on extremely
steep northeast facing slopes.
